NOTICE OF RACE

1. Rules

This regatta shall be governed by The Racing Rules of Sailing (RRS) and the J/105 Fleet One
YRA Division class rules All competitors are urged (not required) to wear a life jacket or
other adequate personal flotation device while racing.

2. Eligibility & Entry

J/105 Fleet One members are invited to participate in this one day event which is also part of the
local J105 “YRA” fleet Season. Boats that are not entered in the Fleet 1 YRA series will be
scored in the regatta but not scored in the Fleet 1 YRA series standings. Entry Forms may be
found on the web at http://www.sfj105.0rg or http://www.tyc.org and should be returned to TYC
Race Committee, Attn: Lesa Kinney, PO Box 7004, Petaluma, CA 94955, or fax to (415) 435-
9382 - by May 19, 2004 to avoid late fee. The Entry fee is $35, if received by May 19. The Entry
fee is $40, if received after May 19. Late registration: 0930 - 1000 hours on May 22, 2004 at the
Tiburon YC.

3. Schedule

The first Warning Signal is scheduled for 1100 hours. There will be not be a Skipper's Meeting.
Two races are scheduled. Immediately following racing, there will be a BBQ at the Tiburon YC
that all teams are encouraged to attend. The entire local J105 fleet is also be invited. The BBQ
will cost $12 per person if paid in advance (by May 19) and will cost $16 per person if paid after
that date. Please reserve early so plans for the correct number of BBQ'ers can be made.

4. Sailing Instructions
The Sailing Instructions will be available on the J105 website and TYC website by May 17, 2004
and can also be picked up from the Tiburon YC race committee on May 22.

5. Scoring System
The Low Point Scoring System, App. A of the RRS will apply. One race will constitute a series.

6. Racing Area
Racing will take place on San Francisco Bay around inflatable marks.

7. Berthing

All yachts competing in the event may be moored free of charge at the Tiburon YC guest dock
one night prior to the beginning of racing and one night after racing concludes. Please note the
tide conditions as the entry to the harbor is shallow. There are two pilings to the South of the
entrance. The channel is just to the north of the pilings. Entry should be avoided at mean mean
low tide and entry to the harbor should be made by staying to the South (left) side. More
information will be made available on the websites. There is no formal guest dock area and J105s
should NOT attempt to tie up to the Club dock (it is too shallow). The guest dock berthing area
will be located in the first fairway on the south side.
